Rebecca Kasian’s Sermon—December 7th, 2025 
 
Grace and peace to you from God our Father and from our Lord and Savior, Jesus 
Christ. Amen. 
 
Last Sunday, after I finished here, I ran to Dickinson to fill in for Pastor Mike.  
Violet was with me — and if you know Violet and I, you know we like our coffee, 
it more like a necessity for me! Now, the closest coffee shop to Peace Lutheran 
that was open was Starbucks — so of course, that’s where we went. I thought I 
was being proactive — ordered ahead on the app so it’d be ready when we got 
there. Well, Violet’s hot chocolate was sitting there waiting, just like it should be. 
But my coffee? My coffee was nowhere to be found. We waited. And we waited. 
And my coffee was still not done. And the longer I waited, the more agitated I 
got. I was in a hurry to get back to Belfield for our worship-planning meeting. 
Finally, the barista looked up, saw my face, and said, “I’m so sorry for the delay.” 
The espresso machine has not been working this morning, “I just wanted to make 
sure it was right.” And that stopped me. She wasn’t rushing. She was careful. She 
was calm. Meanwhile, I was doing the exact opposite — impatient, frustrated, 
losing my peace over a cup of coffee. That’s kind of what Advent reminds us of, 
isn't it? The second candle — the Peace Candle — calls us to slow down, to 
breathe, and to remember that God is still at work, even in the waiting. 
 
In our Gospel reading today, John the Baptist bursts onto the scene out in the wil-
derness. He’s not exactly the picture of calm or comfort — camel’s hair, a leather 
belt, locusts and honey for lunch — he’s wild and loud. But his message is simple 
and powerful: “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven has come near!”  
Now, repentance isn’t about shame — it’s about turning around. It’s a spiritual 
reset. It’s the moment when we realize we’ve been standing in the wrong line, 
getting impatient about the wrong things, and God says, “Turn around. There’s 
something better waiting.” That’s how peace begins — when we stop fighting the 
pace of God’s grace. 
 
Earlier this morning we asked the kids, “Are you ready?” And they showed us 
what readiness looks like — waiting, watching, being patient. So let’s ask our-
selves those same questions. (Pause, look around) Are you ready for Christmas?  
Have you finished decorating? Shopping? Baking? Wrapping? Got all the travel 
plans figured out? Those are fun questions — but there’s a deeper one beneath 
them: Are you ready for the Christ of Christmas? Because Advent isn’t just about 
getting our houses ready — it’s about getting our hearts ready. 
 
John’s message and this second candle both remind us that peace doesn’t come 
from checking off our lists. Peace comes when we make space for Jesus — when 
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“Trust in the Lord with all of your heart, and do not lean on your own under-
standing.”  Proverbs 3:5-6 

we turn toward Him and let Him steady our hearts. 
 
Maybe you need peace in your family right now. 
Maybe you need peace in your schedule. 
Maybe you need peace in your soul. 
  
The good news is: the Prince of Peace is already drawing near. 
 
The psalmist prays in Psalm 72: “May the righteous flourish; let there be an abun-
dance of peace till the moon shall be no more.”  That’s not the kind of peace that 
comes from everything being easy. It’s the peace that grows out of justice and 
love — when people care for one another, when the poor are lifted up, when 
compassion becomes a way of life. 
 
This is the peace that Jesus came to bring, and the peace that still changes the 
world today — one heart, one home, one act of kindness at a time. 
 
John said, “Bear fruit worthy of repentance.” That’s what it means to live as peo-
ple of peace — to let the love of Christ show up in our actions. When we forgive 
instead of holding a grudge, when we listen before we speak, when we choose 
gentleness instead of control — that’s how we prepare the way of the Lord. 

 
John also said, “The one who is coming after me is more powerful than I.”  
That’s our Advent hope. The one who is coming — Jesus — will baptize us with 
the Holy Spirit and fire. That fire doesn’t destroy; it refines. It clears away the 
noise and the hurry and fills us with peace that lasts. 
 
When that peace takes hold, something beautiful happens — justice begins to 
flow — just like the hymn we’ll sing in a moment, “Let Justice Flow Like 
Streams.” 
 
So yes, my coffee took longer than I wanted. And sometimes, peace does too.  
But Advent teaches us that waiting isn’t wasted. God is at work in the delay, pre-
paring something better than we expected. 
 
Here’s your invitation for this week: find one way to be a peacemaker.  
Offer forgiveness where there’s been tension. Speak a kind word to someone 
who’s worn out or overlooked. Pray for someone who’s difficult to love.  
Or simply slow down and notice where God is already present. 
 
Let peace begin with you. Because when we live 
as people of peace, we prepare the way for 
Christ — right here, right now. 
 
May our hearts be ready — not perfect, just 
ready — to receive the Christ of Christmas, the 
Prince of Peace. 
 
Amen.

We celebrate Saint Lucia in honor of our Scandina-
vian heritage. The song the choir sang was called 
“Santa Lucia”, the lyrics highlight the cold, dark 
winter nights, the peace and goodwill, and the light 
being brought into homes by the saint. We also 
have the tradition of the candle-lit procession hon-
oring St. Lucy on her feast day. 
 
So what is the history behind these Scandinavian 
traditions? 
 
Santa Lucia (Saint Lucy), whose name Lucia refers 
to “light”, is a Catholic saint who was born in Syra-
cuse, Sicily, in 283 AD and was martyred at the age 
of 20. At a time of Christian persecution, Lucia 
vowed at a young age to live her life in the service 
of Christ. According to legend, Lucia brought food 
and aid to Christians hiding in the Roman catacombs, wearing a candle lit wreath on her head to light her way and have her hands free to carry as 
much food as possible. Though she lived a considerably short life, she is still celebrated in different parts of the world almost two thousand years 
later, particularly in Sweden.  
 
It is believed that Lucia and her feast day were adopted as a bearer of light at the beginning of the dark, cold Swedish winter. Her feast day, which 
coincided with the shortest day of the year, is widely celebrated as a festival of light. Falling within the Advent season, Saint Lucy’s Day is viewed 
as a precursor of Christmastide, pointing to the arrival of the Light of Christ on Christmas Day. Today’s Lucia celebrations involve the oldest daugh-
ter of the family dressing in a long white robe with a red sash around her waist, along with a crown of fresh greens and lit candles worn upon her 
head. The young lady rises before the rest of the family and serves them traditional Lussekatter (Lucia buns), ginger cookies, and coffee. In many 
villages and towns across Sweden, there are Lucia processions and concerts, and the celebrations signify the beginning of the Christmas season.  

 
Santa Lucia's male attendants are called Star Boys, who represent Saint Ste-
phen who was the first Christian martyr. Dressed in winter white like the girls, 
Star Boys wear tall conical hats sprinkled with stars and usually also carry a star 
on a stick. Star Boys sing the praises of the St Lucia. Their stars reflect a bit of 
Her sacred light during the night of long darkness and act as a promise of the 
greater light to come. 
 
It has been said that we should think of St. Lucia Day as a stopping point in a 
busy season, a pause, a time to remind ourselves that the coming of Christmas 
is a celebration of the spirit. During the season of Advent, we prepare our hearts 
and wait for the coming light of Christ. In a world that can be overshadowed with 
darkness and uncertainty, we can be assured that the light of Christ will shine 
through the deepest darkness. As Christians, we are called to not only walk in 
the light but be the light for others. 
 
Matthew 5:14-16 says:  14 “You are the light of the world. A town built on a hill 
cannot be hidden. 15 Neither do people light a lamp and put it under a bowl. 
Instead, they put it on its stand, and it gives light to everyone in the house. 16 In 
the same way, let your light shine before others, that they may see your good 
deeds and glorify your Father in heaven.” 
 
We are to be a beacon of hope and truth in a world that is dark and full of des-
pair. When we let our light shine, we are not only Glorifying God, but also inspir-
ing others to do the same. Share your faith, be a bearer of light, be like St. Lucia.
